On Sunday, November 4, at 7:30 p.m., noted organist and music director, Mark
Laubach, will lead a Hymn Festival in the sanctuary of Derry Presbyterian Church, 248 East
Derry Road, Hershey. The public is cordialy invited to attend this event. Thereisno fee for
admission.

Hymns, new and old, will be featured with congregational participation, organ im-
provisation, verses interspersed with variations on the hymn tune by great composers, and
readings which highlight the meaning of the hymn texts. Laubach led a Hymn Festival this
past June in conjunction with the “Pipe Organ Encounter” at Lebanon Valley College, an or-
gan-learning experience for 31 teen-age keyboard players, and was one of their organ teach-
ers.
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Mark Laubach has been Minister of Music at St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church in
Wilkes-Barre, since 1986. He holds a bachelor’s degree in church music from Westminster
Choair College where he studied organ with George Markey and Donald McDonald, and harp-
sichord with Mark Brombaugh. His master’s degree is from the Eastman School of Music
where his organ and harpsichord teachers were David Craighead and Arthur Haas. He has
recorded two CDs on the Pro Organo label. He also teaches organ at Marywood University in
Scranton, performs frequently in the US, and has given concerts at several cathedrals in Great
Britain.
